TARGET GROUP

The Journalism Programme best suits those willing to
commit to the rigor and challenge of becoming 21" century
journalists who adhere to high professional standards and
practices. Previous journalism experience is not nacessary
for successful participation in the programme. To leamn
professional behavior and to fulfill all tasks, students must
attend every class, participate in discussion and meet all
deadlines, Journalism is a full-time commitment, and this
programme is run accordingly. We expect intellectual
curiosity, an amenability toward shared information and
cooperation, and a healthy dose of flexibility. Aiding in
programmae success are linguistic confidence in both written
and spoken English, an open mind and an unflagging
motivation to achieve excellence.

DESCRIPTION OF PROGRAM

This 10-month post-university programime is divided into
three trimesters. All work is in English; it is imperative that
students be proficient in both spoken and written English as
they will be writing almost daily. Each trimester's course work
inciudes approximately four days of classroom work.
Classroom work combines intensive teaching blocks with
unstructured time for students to work Individually to
complete story assignments and meet deadlines.

Coursework for the Journalism Pragramme includes:

Newsroom_

This core skills course teaches the fundamentals of
newspaper reporting, writing, researching and editing. A
newsroom is simulated with story conferencing, story
assignments, deadlines, and coaching conferences with
editors. Students learn how fo conceptualize and create
news siories through a progressive series of assignments
designed to encourage critical thinking, professional habits
and the skills essential to professional journalism.

During the second trimester students begin to concentrate
their assignments on three areas of concentration: the
environment/science, arts & culture, social issues, and
economics,

Computer-Assisted Reporting and Research
Techniques

This skills-based course introduces students to the
fundamentals of computer-assisted reporting, the latest tool
ininvestigative journalism. Through praclical application and
weekly research assignments, students wiil receiva an
overview of the use of spreadsheets, database managers
and on-line resources to analyze elecironic information.

During this course students learn to find ideas via databases
and websites, to utilize on-line resources for research and
story development, to analyze technical information and to
understand computer data as an integral part of investigative
reporting.

Editorial Seminars and Briefings

Assignments and content leclures are dovetailed into the
areas of study at AlNova: architectural conservation,
environment, culture, European Integration and applied
sconomics, One of the goals of the program is o Integrate
these areas of study into the joumnalism program and to
provide the students with an area of relevant experlise.

Additionally, class work is supplemented by guesl lecturers
who are professional journalists or experts in fields relevant
to story assignments.

Photo and Visual Journalism ‘

This course examines the relationship between images and
messages and seeks to improve visual literacy and
photagraphy skills. With the invention of lelevision and the
computerand the recent spread of deskiop publishing and
interactive multimediathe role of visual messages In
communication has changed dramatically. In this brave,
new, technolagica! world it is imperative that journalists from
any medium Know how to write, how to make an image and
how to use and analyze the words and pictures presented in
media,

Students learn the basics of news photography from
practical application to the sthical considerations of picture
taking. The course includes assignments and seminars with
visiting professional photojournalists.

Design & Layout

Through lecture and practical application students learn
about the fundamentals of newspaper design, use of
typography, deskiop publishing, photography, the visual
impact of television and video, use of informational graphics,
and an introduction to interactive multimedia.

Issues & Ethics in Journalism .

This two-irimester seminar is built on this belief. To be
effective, journalists must be trusted by readers, listeners
and viewers. Public suspicion results in a loss of faith In the



media and hampers the contribution journalism makes to the
economic and socio-economic development of a society.

To that end, this seminar examines the legal and ethical issues
confronting professional communicators, Study focuses on
the rights and responsibilities of the media and its role in 21%
century democracies. Using case studies, role play, visiting
regional lecturers, debate clubs and research, the course
outlines the fundamentals of moral reasoning but examines
more deeply the ethical dilemmas in the working lives of
contemporary journalists: conflict of interest, deceit, privacy,
objectivity, photo manipulation, libel, source protection, racism
& sexism, monetary and material reward, outside employment
by journalists, state secrets, accuracy and balance, coverage
of crime, election coverage, accountabillty, censorship, public
figures, and coverage of children and youth,

Introduction to Television and Radio N

An introduction to the technigues used in professional
television and radio reporting. Students will learn to
understand the basic skills and elements needed to be
effective radio and broadcast journalists, Coursework
includes producing visual and sound narratives and thereby
learning how sound and image shape stories.

Television Reporting ,

Students concenlrating on television reporting will research,
write and produce a series of television news stories. They will
also learn camera techniques and video editing. Critique
sesslons follow each assignment deadiine. In addition,
television documentaries and magazine-style stories will be
screened and analyzed for content and production values.
These seminars emphasize different approaches fo the
medium, critical thinking and responsible decision making.

Radio Reporting

In this introduction course, students learn the fundamentals of
reporting for radio. Using and recognizing the power of sound,
writing and editing for radio and producing news stories,
documentaries and magazine-style pieces are part of the
practical coursework. Additionally, radio programs will be
analyzed for content and production values. These seminars
illustrate differing approaches to the medium and help trains
students to understand more fully the power and scope of
radio reporting.

Magazine Reporting

This advanced print course builde on the skills learned in
Newsroom and photojournalism. Through in-depth story
assignments that require more extensive reporting and

development, students refine their interviewing, editing and’

writing skills. Additionally, through photo planning sessions
and photo essays, students are trained to Integrate text and
image. The course culminates with the creation of a
magazine-style publication to showease student work.

Media Management

This tecture course examines media as a business, the
dynamics of newsroom management, and the market and
management challenges facing media in Central and
Eastern Europe and countries of the former Soviet Union.

Through case study, guest speakers, practical application,
research and contemporary examples, students gain an
understanding of how print and broadcast media function
financially around the world. The course analyzes
regulations that have governed the media, the arowth of
media "monopolies” in the United States, and the Impact this
concentration of powser has on the role of the media.
Discussion and debate also centers on the dynamics of
newsroom management and various management systems.
Students study the pros and cons of various management
styles, learn to develop a newsroom budget, and understand
the conflicts Involved in structuring a media operation as a
solvent business and a professional, ethical newsgathering
organization.

Final Projact

An independent study course that is the capstone of the
journalism program. Students will produce a professional
quality project that demonstrates thelr journalistic skills and
judgment in TV, radic or print. Research and story
development will begin during second trimester.
